4. There Are Four Commandments or Mitzvot

e Reading the Megillah: The story of the Purim miracle is read aloud, once on the
eve of Purim and again the next day.

e Giving to the Poor: Monetary gifts are given to at least two people in need.

e Sending Food Gifts: At least one person receives gifts of two different types of
food.

e Festive Feast: A celebratory meal is enjoyed, often featuring wine or other
alcoholic drinks. Source
