Origins of Red Dress Day 

• Red Dress Day is observed annually to demand justice for victims and honour the lives 

lost. Red Dress Day can be traced back to an art project created by Canadian Métis 

artist Jaime Black.  

• Black started the "REDress Project" in 2010 to bring attention to the shocking number 

of Indigenous women, girls, and 2SLGBTQQIA+ people (MMIWG2S+) who go missing 

and are murdered in Canada.  

• Red dresses draped in black were draped over trees and lampposts in public areas, to 

make a visual contrast that conveyed both resiliency and sadness.
